Feeling lost and
questioning the necessity of continuing, I still adhered to the promise. However, upon finishing, the first thing I
felt and said to my parents was "Thank you for making me attend supplementary school." Despite the hardship
and resentment I felt at times, I hold no regrets or hatred toward continuing until completing compulsory
education. [ recognize that it might sound exaggerated or overly positive now, but with time, you may also come
to appreciate it, albeit with memories of struggles and tales of challenges to share.

+ The Supplementary Education School felt as if I was attending another school as in academically it was useless
because I was already receiving the education from public schools in USA. There were no 'lessons' or 'courses'
that encouraged Japanese mannerisms; Japanese Current Events; nor tested our ability as a Japanese person. I

was silently left out of things because I was not to the ability to read Japanese. The teachers would ignore my
ability as a student and continued lessons. I was ashamed of receiving low grades and the student would not do
anything to help pursue myself as a Japanese person. I could've studied "harder" but no child would feel
encouraged by this if students in the classroom and teachers would act so harshly. I did not enjoy my time at the
school at all because my mental health would not be in a good state each week which encouraged me to pursue
my extracurricular activities to miss classes. I wish the school would have a separate class or program to help the
students who have no experience of Japanese life; language; and speaking. There are many students who drop
out of the program because they do not see the benefits of the school. The Ministries should consider creating a
program for those who permanently live in the country to help them transition better to be a 'good' Japanese
Speaker, reading, and overall citizen.
